Instructions:- 

Please pack neatly into a shoe box, do not seal, mark ‘Girl’ or ‘Boy’ together with age. 

The box can be wrapped in decorative paper, please ensure that the lid is wrapped 

separately.   

 

Remember:- To comply with customs regulations please do not pack:- 

Chocolate, sweets or any food items (they melt & do not travel well in hot climates), 

war related toys, anything sharp or breakable. 

If possible a donation of £1 or £2, taped to the top of the box, to help towards the 

transport costs would be most welcome - it costs Real Aid around £4,000.00 to ship 

and distribute a 40ft container.
